TOUR CRITERION 

 

Your tour is scheduled for: April 24, 2013   @ 1430hrs- 1630hrs 

 

Please arrive at the complex fifteen minutes prior to the scheduled facility tour to ensure your 

participation. Note: Adults are required to have proper identification to enter the facility (i.e. Driver’s 

License or State Identification Card).  

 

The following criteria MUST be met to ensure safety and security: 

  

 No weapons of any kind (this includes pocket knives) on the compound. 

 No drugs, tobacco products, alcohol, food or beverages. 

 No item(s) or article(s) of value which could be used as an aid in effecting (or attempting to effect) 

an escape. 

 No purses, bags of any kind, hats, umbrellas, or telephones or cameras will be allowed into the 

facility.  Should any of these items be found on a visitor the tour may be cancelled at that point, or 

the visitor ejected from the compound.  The Detention and Corrections Bureau will not be 

responsible for items left unattended.  Secure items before starting the tour. 

 No children under the age of 14 will be permitted unless court ordered to tour jail. 

 Appropriate dress is required: NO SHORTS or thong-type shoes allowed.  No jewelry of any 

kind is permitted (including body piercing).  Any clothing considered obscene, offensive, or 

disruptive will not be tolerated.  The member conducting the tour and/or the supervisor of the 

division will have the ultimate decision, regarding above items. 

 Disruptive conduct will not be tolerated.  The tour will cease at any time deemed necessary by 

the member conducting the tour and/or supervisor of the division being toured. 

 At any given time the tour may be altered or cancelled due to security reasons or other 

unavoidable circumstances. 

 

Security and Safety will be of the utmost concern at all times!
